Central’s new building, but
construction of the building was far
from complete at the time.
Construction activities continued
throughout that first school year (as
well as into the second), and one can
imagine the havoc and distraction
caused by all the noise and activity.
The following article appeared in
the March 10, 1933, issue of the
“Sooner Spirit,” reviewing the high
school environment both students
and faculty had to endure during
that first year of classes.

Many years ago, in 1910 to be pre-
cise, the first class of Central High
School was graduated here. The exercis-
es were held in the auditorium, the only
part of the building that was finished.

At the time of the graduation of the
first class, little more than the frame-
work of the building was up. But the
classes started in earnest in 1911,
although there were two shifts a day to
take care of all the pupils.

Miss Stewart can recall the days
when the teachers seemed to wage a war
against the workmen.

So they elimi-
nated school for the remainder of the
day (and the chicken).”
